b. Explain how you have inspired others to cultivate the ideals of Pi Tau Sigma.
c. Explain how what you wish to contribute to society as a mechanical engineer in the future.
d. Anything else that you consider pertinent.
3. A letter of recommendation from a current chapter officer or faculty member who has been involved with the Pi Tau Sigma chapter and knows the applicant well.  This letter is not to be shared with the applicant.
